Brigadier General  
James C. McConville ’77 

Deputy Commanding General (Support) 101st 
Airborne Division 

 
As a recent Patriot Ledger article notes, for the past 
year, one of the faces and voices for the American mili-

tary mission in Afghanistan has been a Quincy native, Brigadier General 
James C. McConville ’77. As deputy commander for the Army’s 101st Air-
borne Division and NATO forces there, he has been quoted everywhere from 
our own TV networks to the Pakistan Daily Times, often on U.S. efforts to 
peacefully develop the country and prevent the Taliban’s Islamic militants 
from taking control once again. Now back in the U.S., BG McConville has 
resumed his role as deputy base commander at Fort Campbell (Kentucky), the 
101st Airborne’s home base, while he awaits his next overseas assignment. 
He finished a 15-month tour of duty in Afghanistan last month.  

After his graduation from Archbishop Williams High School, BG McConville 
attended the United States Military Academy and later earned a M.S. in aero-
space engineering from the Georgia Institute of Technology. He was attend-
ing Harvard’s John F. Kennedy School of Government as a colonel when ter-
rorists attacked the United States on Sept. 11, 2001.  After completing the 
Senior Service College at Harvard, BG McConville commanded the 4th bri-
gade of the 1st Cavalry from 2002-2005 in Iraq, flying hundreds of combat 
missions as fighting with Iraqi insurgents escalated.  More recently, BG 
McConville served as the Executive Officer to Vice Chief of Staff of the 
Army from 2005 to 2007.   

In 2008, he was Fort Campbell’s deputy commander when the 101st Airborne 
was sent to Afghanistan. There BG McConville spent most of his time in 
charge of development programs, everything from new roads and schools to 
agricultural projects. BG McConville is a master army aviator qualified in the 
OH-58 Kiowa Warrior, the AH-64D Longbow Apache, the AH-6, AH-1 Co-
bra and others and his awards and decorations include the Legion of Merit 
(OLC), the Bronze Star, the Defense Meritorious Service Medal (OLC), the 
Meritorious Service Medal (2OLC), Air Medals (2), the Joint Service Com-
mendation Medal, the Army Commendation Medal (OLC), the Army 
Achievement Medal (3OLC), the Combat Action Badge, the Expert Infantry-
man’s Badge, Master Army Aviator Badge, Air Assault Badge, Parachutist 
Badge and others. 

He lives in Fort Campbell, Kentucky, with his wife, Maria, and three children.  

Sergeant Daniel J. Londono ’00 
U.S.A. 

 
Daniel was born April 1, 1981, and attended 
St. Margaret School in Dorchester and Don 
Bosco High School until it closed. He trans-
ferred to Archbishop Williams High School 
and graduated in 2000. While at AWHS he 
was a member of the track team. His class-
mates referred to him as “quiet and reflec-
tive” in his senior yearbook.  

 

In August 2000, two months after graduation, Daniel was in basic 
training at Fort Bragg.  After a few months, he headed to advanced 
individual training.  In March 2001, he was assigned to his unit, the 1st 
Battalion, 504th Infantry Regiment, in the 82nd Airborne Division. He 
advanced with notable quickness through the ranks.  Commanders 
praised his aptitude.  He was promoted through the enlisted ranks, 
earning his sergeant stripes.   
 

Daniel served in Kosovo, Afghanistan and Iraq. He died two months 
before he was going to complete his military service in Iraq on March 
13, 2004, at the age of 22, when an improvised explosive device struck 
his military vehicle in Baghdad. After his death, Daniel’s family was 
presented with the Bronze Star and a Purple Heart. 
 

As a child, Daniel always expressed an interest in the Army. Dressed 
in his fatigues, he would play at the role he would later serve in the 
Army. According to family members, he wanted to protect his country, 
but he also had another reason for joining the Army— he wanted to 
help his mother and sister financially. He dreamed of attending college 
and becoming a Boston police officer after his service ended. Today 
the corner of East Cottage and Dawes streets in Dorchester is named in 
his honor.

Daniel and I graduated together from Archbishop Williams High in 
2000. We joined the military at the same time and served in Operation 
Enduring Freedom together.  I will always remember Dan, and his 
overwhelming bravery.

5, 1950 and, sadly, left us far too early at the age 
of 21. He was born as the first of four children to 
George Barry and Margaret (Chisholm) Barry 
and was christened James Michael Barry, al-
though he preferred to be called Michael.  Upon 
graduation from St. John School in Quincy, Mi-
chael attended Archbishop Williams High 

School, graduating in 1968.  He went on to attend Assumption College 
with his goals set on a law degree and to then pursue a political career. 
 

Being more the “black and white/right or wrong” type, Michael lived 
his life believing each step counted and moral convictions were not  
adjusted upon convenience.  These convictions lead to his leaving  
college and enlisting in Vietnam.  He served as a communications  
specialist and a Spec. Sergeant while serving in Khanh Hoa.   
 

Michael was a dedicated student, devoted Catholic and a proud alter 
boy.  He was a man that held great promise to what he would have  
contributed to society. Would he have been the political figure he  
aspired to be, where would he have lived, whom would he have married 
and how many children would he have honored as their father?  
 

During his tour in Vietnam, Michael not only flew on rescue missions 
but also was a volunteer at an orphanage, and was learning to speak  
Vietnamese and became a brown belt.   Needless to say, he was not one 
to sit on his laurels! 
 
Most important, Michael was a loving son and a dedicated brother who 
looked to share his experiences and insights with his younger siblings.  
He was a passionate person who tried to make a difference in all aspects 
of his life.   
 

Michael was an Army sergeant in the First Signal Brigade. He died on 
April 9,1972, in Khanh Hoa, South Vietnam. He is now one of our  
angels who did not get to make the impact he planned on this earth, but 
will surely be making one in heaven.

Bob always wanted to be a pilot and through his four 

years at Archies, he never lost that dream. He excelled in his studies, graduat-
ing with almost an 85 grade point average. This enabled him to be appointed 
to the U.S. Air Force Academy in 1965. 
Bob loved hanging out with his friends and teammates.  Bob, David “Gino” 
Gemelli and Joe “Mac” McDonald were always together. He never forgot his 
friends at Archies.   
Bob was a forward air control pilot.  He was on a visual reconnaissance mis-
sion over Laos when his plane went down on October 30, 1971.  He was 
killed instantly at the age of 24.  He had flown more than 100 missions in his 
short career.  He was the recipient of two Distinguished Flying Crosses, a 
Purple Heart and multiple awards of the Air Medal. 
Our saving grace is that Bob lived his life the best he knew how and died do-
ing what he loved most – flying his own plane.  We are grateful for the oppor-
tunity to reflect as one family on the fallen alumni of our school who coura-
geously gave their lives for our country.
